          When writing your paper you may find you need to use another person’s or organization’s words, facts, or ideas.  You must give that person or organization credit for the information or it is considered plagiarism.  

          Use parenthetical documentation to give credit for another’s words, facts or ideas that you include in your paper.  The form to use is:  author’s last name and page number (Klesius 104) or title and page number where no author is given.  The reader is able to read your Works Cited list for the full item record.

EXAMPLES: 

One author:

(Klesius 104) or Klesius found this to be true (104).

Two authors:

Teens are effected by Hollywood figures (Chier and Smith 26).

Four or more authors:

Donohue et al. have an interesting theory about rhinos.

No author:
Cite title.

Two or more works by the same author:

(Berg, Senegal 35)

Article from the library subscription databases:

Cite as if it was the printed work.

Website:

Proven by numerous studies (United States Chess Federation).
