	My Library Card


1. Access the catalog at:  www.nioga.org
2. Click “Search Catalog” from the Quick Links list.

3. Click the “My Library Card” tab.
4. Enter your library card’s barcode number, found on the back of your wallet or keychain library card.

5. Contact the Circulation Desk if an error occurs.  (Some errors occur due to expired library registration.)

6. If logged in successfully you will see an Account Overview.  Click a heading for more information.
Click “Items Out”… 

to see and renew currently checked out items.

To Renew:  Click the check box next to the title, then click “Renew” to renew a title.  You can only renew a title if no one else has requested it, and you can only renew it twice.  Not all items may be renewed.

Starting Your Search

1. Start by searching your library.

2. Access the catalog at:  www.nioga.org
3. Click “Search Catalog” from the Quick Links list.

4. Click the “Search My Library” tab.

5. Select your library from the list.

6. Your search is now limited to your local library.

7. Continue with a Keyword Search…

8. Remember that you can always include all the NIOGA libraries in your search by clicking on the “Search All Libraries” tab.  You would then need to request items to be sent to you via your local library.  (see Placing a Hold or Request)

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	Keyword Search

1. Type your search term in the appropriate box:  Title, Author, Subject, or Any word.

2. Click “Go”

3. If no results, search again with different search terms.

TIP:  Enter search terms in as many boxes as you like but remember that more terms will narrow your results.

TIP:  Finding a book by a “Subject” search term depends entirely upon the words used to catalog an item.  Use an “Any word” search to find more.

Search Results

1. Your Keyword Search yields a results list.

2. The list provides an overview of an item’s status.  It shows:  Number of current requests, Location, Collection, Call Number, Status (checked in/out), Due date (if checked out).

3. Browse this list for relevant items.  

4. Use the “Limit by:” drop down menu to limit your results to a certain category.  (ex. Juvenile fiction)

5. Note: Search Results may span numerous pages.  Click on the page numbers to go to the next page of results.

Placing a Hold or Request

1. You may find that the item you need is checked out (hold) or is owned by another library (request).

2. In either case you should click on the “Request Item” button in the item’s record.

3. You will be prompted for your library card barcode.

4. Confirm the item’s title.

5. Select your preferred pick-up location from the drop down.

6. Click Request.
